Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ)
Does the school use AI to teach my child?
No. Teachers remain fully responsible for teaching and learning. AI may be used by staff only to help with planning or creating ideas, but all teaching is delivered by adults.

Does AI make decisions about pupils?
No. AI is never used to make decisions about pupils, including behaviour, safeguarding, assessments or progress.

Does my child have to use AI at school?
No. Pupils are not required to use AI tools. Where AI is mentioned as part of learning, it is done in an age‑appropriate and safe way, focusing on understanding what AI is and how to think critically.

Is my child’s personal data used with AI?
No. Personal information about pupils, families or staff is never entered into AI systems. Sensitive information such as safeguarding, medical or SEND details is strictly protected.

Can AI be wrong?
Yes. AI can sometimes produce inaccurate or biased information. This is why staff always check and review anything created using AI before it is used.

How does the school keep children safe when discussing AI?
All use of technology, including discussions about AI, follows our safeguarding, online safety and data protection policies. Children are taught to stay safe online and to ask an adult if they are unsure.
